The Governor’s mandate requires Maine people to wear cloth face coverings in public places 
where physical distancing is difficult to maintain, as recommended by the US CDC.   

Town Manager Question of the Week: 

Q: How do I use the newly surfaced Tennis Courts at the ballfield?  

A: The courts are open and there is a sign up sheet on site to reserve court times. The courts are 
intended for tennis and pickleball use only. Benches will be installed on 9/4. 

Covid Transmission Update  
● MDI Hospital confirmed that they have had 9 positive tests to date.  

○ 4 Hancock County (not Bar Harbor residents) 
○ 5 (non-residents) 

● As of today 9/3/20, Maine CDC has confirmed 50 positive cases in Hancock County.  
● The current case rate for the State of Maine is 34.5 per 10k people 
● The current case rate for Hancock County is 9.1 per 10k people 
● There have been zero (0) positive tests in Bar Harbor.
