Town Manager Question of the Week: 
Q: Is Bar Harbor having Halloween this year? 

A: Yes, Bar Harbor is having Halloween. The State of Maine has approved a plan that allows the 
closure of Ledgelawn Avenue so residents can trick or treat. There will be changes to traffic 
patterns and increased expectations for Covid safety that includes distancing, chutes for candy 
delivery, and masking.  

The box for pre-wrapped and bagged candy donations will be at the Hannaford by the morning 
of 10/9. Donations will be accepted until 10/22.

● Last day to vote your absentee ballot in the presence of the clerk is Friday, 
October 30. 

● All Absentee Ballots must be received by close of polls, 8:00pm on Tuesday,
